It is at the teacher’s discretion, once baselining has been completed and a conversation has taken place with a senior leader, to deviate from the prescribed level (i.e year 4 content in year 7, if this is not suitable) however, content delivery should not vary hugely.  Most years plans offer similar modules of learning, e.g place value in Autumn 1 and therefore the differentiation would be by outcome, not necessarily the topic.
