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WANTED - Academy Council Representatives (Rep)

What is an Academy Council? A council is a group of students and staff who work together to make the academy an even better place for everyone to learn. 

What is an Academy Council Rep? Reps are elected by their class to represent them. They act as a link between their class and staff. Reps have to be willing to share other people’s views even if they disagree with them. 

As a rep you have three main jobs:
1. Collecting the ideas of students in your class and sharing them with others
2. Letting your class know what goes on in the meetings you attend 
3. Sharing your ideas in Academy Council meetings

To do these jobs well you should have regular meetings with your class where you will listen to people’s issues and ideas and write them down. Adults in your class will support you to do this.

· Reliable and responsible 
· Friendly and approachable
· Good at listening to everyone 
· Organised and able to remember things
· Good communicator - you need to be able to work with staff and students from across the Academy

These are the things the Academy Council representative needs to do: 
· Attend meetings, turn up on time and be interested 
· Listen to the views and opinions of the class and bring them to the meeting
· Report everyone’s ideas and opinions even if they are not your own 
· Bring ideas to the meeting that will make the academy a better place to be 
· Feedback information to your class – ask your teacher for a time to do this
· Present some assemblies with support from Mrs Martin or Mrs Bull
It’s important to make sure you know what is happening to any suggestions made by your class. It’s your job to let them know that their ideas are being taken seriously.
